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In Loving Memory
of Jimmy Martin

King of Bluegrass
Born in Sneedville, Tennessee on August 10,
1927, guitarist and lead singer, Jimmy Martin
is said to have been the most accomplished
figure in bluegrass that was not a member of
the Grand Ole Opry.

Although he did some work in radio in
Morristown and Knoxville in his youth, his
singing career began in Nashville in 1949 when
he was just 22. He started out singing with
Bill Monroe's "Bluegrass Boys" and continued
to work with him off and on for about five
years before stemming off into solo projects
that quickly took up the majority of his time.
His high tenor in combination with Bill
Monroe's tenor became known as the "High
Lonesome" sound and is evident in songs such
as "Sitting Alone in the Moonlight" and "I'm
Blue, I'm Lonesome."

His edgy sense of humor and unpredictability
in stage performances added charm to comic
numbers. His sharp sense of humor and unpre-
dictable behavior in contrast to his obvious
sincerity when performing Gospel, won him a
lasting place in the hearts of traditional blue-
grass fans.

Between his solo records as "The Sunny
Mountain Boys" with Decca Records and fre-
quent performances on the Grand Ole Opry,

the Wheeling Jamboree, and the Louisiana
Hayride, Martin helped to bring bluegrass into

the mainstream. Beginning with his single
"Rock Hearts" a few of his singles topped
the country music charts in the mid fifties.
He performed concerts and bluegrass festivals
well into the '90s.

After a career of playing alongside influential
mandolin artists as Bill Monroe, Paul
Williams, and banjo players such as the
Osborne Brothers (Bobby & Sonny
Osborne), J.D. Crowe, Bill Emerson, Vic
Jordan, Sam "Porky" Hutchins, Alan Munde,
Martin was proclaimed "King of Bluegrass".
In 1971 he sang two songs on the Nitty
Gritty Dirt Band's album "Will the circle be
unbroken". His songs "I saw the light" and
Sunny Side of the Mountain" endeared a new
generation to Martin's traditional bluegrass
stylings. He started up a record label "King
of Bluegrass" in the '80s and reissued his
classic recordings made with Decca back in
the early days.

Jimmy Martin was inducted into the
International Bluegrass Music Hall of Honor
in 1995.

The Magic Cicada 
by Cynthia Sellers  MAY21 2008

Cicadas are found all over the world but the Magic Cicada is only found right here in the eastern
U.S. If you live on their turf, you probably already know the 17-yr periodical cicadas are out and
mating this year. How can you not notice them when they're so loud? But if you hear anyone say
we've been invaded by cicadas, be sure to set them straight on the facts. They've been here all
along, just unseen. This particular batch, called Brood XIV of Magicicada septendecim, has been
developing underground since before many young Tennesseeans were even a twinkle in their
mother's eye. According to the USDA, Brood XIV stretches across Southern Ohio, Kentucky,
Northern Tennessee, Massachusetts, Maryland, North Carolina, Southern Pennsylvania, Western
parts of Virginia & W. Virginia, and to parts of New York & New Jersey!

Cicadas have different year cycles. Some come out every year and some come out every 2, 5, or
7 years. The ones that get our attention are usually the 13 and 17 yr periodical cicadas because
they're so infrequent and conspicuous. But you've got to cut them some slack, they've kept a low
profile for 99% of their lifespan and when they finally “arrive” they're mostly interested in finding a
mate so that's what all the noise is about. While they're underground, they go through five stages
of development before they finally emerge in the 13th or 17th year and then only then when it's a
temperature of at least 64° Fahrenheit! After that they need consistently warm temperatures (68°
Fahrenheit or more) to survive. If they come out during an early warm spell followed by weeks of
extreme cold, they may not live long enough to drive us all crazy with their siren song. But when
they're threatened by cold, here is where we see the inherent genius of the Magicicada genus.
They're playing a [prime] numbers game, gambling on their odds of survival. Periodical cicadas
belong to a genus--a category of behaviorally and biologically similar species--called Magicicada,
which first appeared 1.8 million years ago during the glacial age when the climate of eastern North
America was highly unpredictable. By evolving to stay underground as long as possible, their
chances of emerging during a cold spell are greatly reduced. An additional advantage is that they
hatch during prime numbered lengths of years so they're seldom emerging at the same time as
their cousin cicadas. The 13 yr and 17 yr cicada will emerge at the same time only once every 221
years. Even if one generation is killed off by a cold year, there are many generations of
Magicicada left underground, still to follow. Barring mass death by pesticides or other catastrophe,
the odds are that cicadas will be back again, just like magic, and in droves!

A documentary entitled, "King of -Bluegrass:
The Life and Times of Jimmy Martin", 

was released in 2003. Information about Jimmy
Martin's music, his life, and his career may be readily
found circulated on the Internet for any who'd like to
learn more about this Sneedville native. Many live per-
formances have been posted by fans on youtube for all
to enjoy.

Jimmy Martin passed away of cancer on May 14th,
2005. A memorial festival was held this year in his
hometown of Sneedville, Tennessee on May 30th,

Located in a remote area of East Tennessee, at
the Kyles Ford Wildlife Management Area,
where wildlife is abundant, River Place patrons
may enjoy birdwatching and other wildlife view-
ing from the back deck of the River Place
Market. While you're sitting there, see if you
can detect the River Place Cabins on the hill
behind the cafe. The cabins were designed for
low-impact on the community, are painted a
light blue, and naturally blend into the hillside,
almost undetectably.

Also in the works, restoration has begun on the
barn behind the River Place Market. The barn
is planned for use in upcoming events to be
hosted at River Place.

Kyles Ford road is a beautiful scenic ride for bikers
but country roads can be as dangerous as busy city
roads if you allow yourself to be lulled into a false
sense of security. Guard yourself against trouble
with the following:
• Always wear a helmet.
• Keep both hands ready to brake.
• Use hand signals.
• Watch for road hazards such as potholes, railroad
tracks, gravel, sand, and debris.
• Maintain your bike in good condition by checking
brakes and tires regularly.
• Follow the rules of the road. Obey all traffic signs
and signals.
• Never pass on the right.
• Wear brightly colored clothing. This will help you to
be more visible to motorists.
• Leave the headphones off while riding to increase
awareness of potential safety threats.
• Make eye contact with drivers to be certain they
are aware of you.
• Dress in layers to adjust to temperature changes.
• Use lights at night. Use a white headlight in front
and a rear reflector or taillight in back.

Wild Ginseng is protected under the Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild
Fauna and Flora of 1973 (CITES), an international
trade agreement. Even if you don't have plans to
propagate and harvest Wild Ginseng located on your
property, please join us in protecting this rare wild
treasure by keeping its location protected from pred-
ators and a secret from potential poachers.

Although Wild Ginseng is regulated by both the state
(TDEC) and the Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS),
the state of Tennessee encourages landowners to
apply with the state to become an authorized grower
in order to nurture this species while making a mod-
est side-income. Conscientious Appalachian folk
have been doing it for years.

If you already have Wild Ginseng growing on your
land. It's perfectly legal to grow your own patch of
ginseng alongside this location as well,with the prop-
er permits. Digging up an existing patch of plants is
discouraged. Instead, consider purchasing Wild
Ginseng seeds or roots from an authorized local
dealer:

If you're serious about growing your own Wild
Ginseng, the three most important things you
should do to prepare are:

First, read up on it and learn as much as you can.
But realize at the outset that what works for others
in similar environments may not work for yours.
Experts say it's safest to start out small and build
up in numbers. With patience, eventually, you may
have a healthy and profitable patch of Wild
Ginseng to be proud of. Don't get discouraged
though. If it was easy, everyone would be doing it.
If the conditions are right, your perseverance will
pay off in the end.

Second, guard the habitat. Clearly post your
land against trespassing as required to enforce
it by law and be prepared to enforce it at all
times!

Third, protect your investment. Tell no one
about your patch and don't invite anyone near it.
Fence and camoflage the area if necessary,
especially if your patch is visible to pedestrians
or trafficked by predators such as wild turkey,
deer, or livestock. It takes years to propogate
Wild Ginseng to the point where it can be har-
vested without endangering its chances of sur-
vival. In order ensure that your patch of Wild
Ginseng will always increase in size and value,
keep a careful watch for predators and tres-
passers.

Lastly , we have staff available to assist by pro-
viding educational assistance in the propagation
and handling of this highly prized, endangered
species.
